Clinical Administration PRN Business Meeting
Monday, April 27, 2009, 6:30 PM, Orlando, Florida
1. Introductions: Bob Lobo, chairperson, introduced officers, and attendees introduced themselves.

2. Minutes of the 2008 Annual Meeting on October 20, 2008, were approved.
3. ACCP Board of Regents liaison Gary Matzke reported:

a. A paper defining the relationship between the College, publications, and the Foundation and pharmaceutical corporations as described in the last newsletter is being developed. A draft will be sent to the membership for comment before the Board of Regents approves it.

b. The Practice Based Research Network (PBRN) has been launched for the purpose of facilitating collaborative research. A descriptive brochure was shared; information is also available on the ACCP Research Institute Web site. Members are encouraged to sign up. The first project will be a survey of those who signed up. A question was raised as to whether individuals or groups should sign up; Gary advised the group that one person can sign up for a group in order to coordinate the research requests.  
c. There is a new template for Business Meeting minutes.
d. A request was made to identify and publicize members’ promotions and awards. Members are asked to notify Bob Lobo.
4. PRN Officers Meeting Report: in addition to the topics described by the board liaison, the timeline for the history project was shared and Ed Webb described the involvement of pharmacists in the Agency for Healthcare Research and Quality’s Effective Health Care Program.

5. Secretary/Treasurer’s Report: In the absence of Matt Matthews, Bob reported that the PRN’s current balance is about $7000, and there are 230 members; both numbers are slightly higher than in the past.

6. Old Business

a. Frontiers Fund: In the absence of Richard Parrish, the PRN’s Frontiers Captain, Bob reminded everyone of the importance on contributions to the Fund. The Fund will also be providing financial support to the PBRN for the first two years. The Clinical Administration PRN has donated $500 annually for the last two years. It was approved that another $500 be donated this year.
b. 2009 Annual meeting PRN Focus Session: The Clinical Administration PRN is collaborating with the Education and Training PRN on the topic of Preceptor Development. 
c. PRN history project: A description of the PRN’s history was shared with the group. Bob Lobo will e-mail it for comments and suggestion, revise it as needed, and submit it.

d. 2009 Annual Meeting Poster: The history of the Clinical Administration PRN will be the basis for a poster presentation.  Mort volunteered to develop the poster format if needed.  Reimbursement for expenses related to the poster from PRN funds is available.

7. New Business
a. Future programming topics: It was agreed that collaboration with other PRNs was effective in the past and drew a larger audience than a topic that was of interest only to managers. Antibiotic stewardship was proposed as the topic for the 2010 Focus Session, in collaboration with the Infectious Diseases PRN, if they are interested; Bob will contact them. A paragraph summary of the proposal is due May 15. Other future topics suggested included getting procedures in place to meet national patient safety goals, anticoagulation issues (which was presented recently but there is new information), how to develop a business plan, and how to be a leader if you’re not in charge.

b. PRN officers: The nominating committee consists of James Hoffman and John Noviasky.  Members are asked to contact one of them to nominate someone or to volunteer to run for office.
c.
Mission Statement: Given that organizations should be guided by a mission statement, this PRN, which represents people in leadership positions, should have one also. Bob provided vision and mission statements as a basis for discussion. The vision that was agreed upon is: The Clinical Administration PRN is the PRN for clinicians and managers who are seeking to advance clinical pharmacy practice by developing leadership. The mission is: To facilitate networking and educational programming for pharmacy clinicians, coordinators, and administrators who seek to provide high quality and cost-effective clinical pharmacy services.  
c. Tina Denetclaw requested our assistance with mock interviews with students at the next PRN networking and Business meeting.  The group agreed that this would be a worthwhile project.

8. The meeting was adjourned in time for the Closing Reception.
